Repositioning of a kerb inlet drainage pit and construction of adjoining kerb and
gutter and footpath at Forbes St. / Main St. intersection SE corner.

Location of electrical conduits and installation of electrical power pits at the
southern and northern entrances to the Forbes St. / Main St. roundabout.

The drainage grated kerb inlet outside 77 Main St (Union Bank building) and
concrete connections to the existing kerb and gutter and adjoining footpath.

A small section of gutter on the SE corner of the roundabout repaired.
Irrigation pressure testing.
