PUBLIC NOTICE | WEDDIN SHIRE COUNCIL
PLANNED STREET CLOSURE
MAIN STREET GRENFELL NSW 2810

28 August 2023 to 30 August 2023 (inclusive)

Council wishes to advise that Main Street and Burrangong Street Grenfell (eastern
end, ‘top end’) between Forbes Street and the Mid Western Highway will be closed
to traffic from Monday 28 August 2023 to Wednesday 30 August 2023 (inclusive) for
essential roadworks.

As part of the Main Street reconstruction, contractors will be carrying out asphalt
sealing work on the recently completed concrete pavement, over these three days.

The Forbes Street / Main Street roundabout will remain open to traffic however
during the three days, the contractor will seal the approaches on Forbes Street,
meaning that the roundabout will be closed for a shorter period of time. A separate
announcement will be made on which day that the roundabout will be impacted and
closed closer to the date.

The section of Main Street between Forbes Street and the Mid Western Highway
(western end, ‘bottom end’) will remain open.

All businesses in this section of Main Street will have pedestrian access and parking
is available in surrounding areas.

The street closure dates are subject to unforeseen events such as weather
disruption and Council staff will liaise with business operators in this regard.

Completion of lean mix concrete.

Mature trees of Ornamental Pear and Autumn Blaze Maple have been planted
at the western end.

The pedestrian crossing reopened on 14 June 2023, noting that there is a
level of unevenness around the area, please proceed with caution as the Main
Street remains a construction zone.

Completion of the hotmix/asphalt pour on the western end of Main Street.
Streetlights energised at western end.

Concrete road pavement between Forbes Street and the Mid Western
Highway (western end/bottom end).

Sub soil drainage pipelines designed to intercept underground water flows
have been installed both sides of Main Street between Forbes Street and the
Mid Western Highway.

The construction of the Forbes Street roundabout.

Strata vault installations have been completed in the section from Forbes
Street to the Mid Western Highway. Strata vaults are a 3 metre by 3 metre
underground plastic matrix that greatly enhances the health and growth rate
of the advanced tree plantings.

CCTV footage of the drainage pipe network has detected a failure in a section
of pipe that has since been excavated and repaired.

Erection of streetlights including outreach arms between Forbes Street and
the Mid Western Highway. Lights will be energised separately.

Repositioning of a kerb inlet drainage pit and construction of adjoining kerb
and gutter and footpath at Forbes St. / Main St. intersection SE corner.
Location of electrical conduits and installation of electrical power pits at the
southern and northern entrances to the Forbes St. / Main St. roundabout.
The drainage grated kerb inlet outside 77 Main St (Union Bank building) and
concrete connections to the existing kerb and gutter and adjoining footpath.
A small section of gutter on the SE corner of the roundabout repaired.
Irrigation pressure testing and controller and telemetry testing.

The kerb and gutter outside the Grenfell Motel has been completed in
Forbes Street (Note this task was kerb and gutter only, not the adjoining
pavement). This will create the future garden bed and tree planting in this
area.

CCTV Cameras along Main Street from the Roundabout at Main and Forbes
Streets up to the Grenfell Medical Centre energised.

Concrete driveway at Grenfell Motel completed. Vehicles are able to exit this
premise onto Main Street.
